Please, indicate the author making the presentation with an asterisk. 
Keywords: Holistic Education; Pedagogy (up to 6 words arranged in alphabetical order).
[Note: The following content should be written in single-spaced in 10 point Times New Roman and according to the sequence of Introduction, Research Problem, Objectives of the  Study, Research Methodology, Results/Discussions, Contributions of the Study, Conclusions and Figures/ Display Elements (if applicable). ]

Introduction: The introduction should cover the background and/or a motivation for the research.
Research Problem: The researcher should give a brief idea on the context of the study and the question he/she is trying to answer.

Objectives of the Study: State the broad objectives of the study with the specific sub- objectives if any.

Research Methodology: The researcher should explain the research design used in the study. This should include a note on the sampling techniques, instrument used for data collection and the methods used for data analysis.

Results /Discussions: This includes a brief mention on relevant results of your study.

Contributions of the study: Should highlight the major implications of this study both in the academics and in the industry.

Conclusions: Key Concluding Remarks
